2. In the first year, students are required to take pre-requisite courses in the International Foundation
Program, during this course they are not allowed to change schools or departments, and they must
take more than 15 hours per week and at least 720 hours in one year, and meet the A2 standard of
the Chinese Language Proficiency Test (TOCFL) Listening and Reading Test before the
completion of the study period. Students will be drop out if not able to complete the A2 test of
TOCFL. After the formal enrollment in the second year, students are encouraged to meet the Level
B1 standard of the Chinese Language Proficiency Test (TOCFL) Listening and Reading Test from
the second year, and can apply for transfer or transfer from related departments such as
manufacturing, construction, agriculture and long-term care.

3. According to the regulations of the Ministry of Education, foreign students who have been
expelled from the school due to their conduct, academic performance or criminal case are not
allowed to apply for admission to the university in accordance with the measures for foreign
students to study in Taiwan.

4. If any of the admission documents submitted by foreign students are found to be forged,
borrowed, or altered, the admission qualification will be revoked. For registered students, their
academic status will be revoked, and no relevant academic certificates will be issued. If such
issues are discovered after graduation, the university will revoke the graduation qualification and
invalidate the degree certificate.

5. By applying to the university, applicants agree to authorize WuFeng University to use the basic
information and relevant documents obtained from the application for admission, for the purposes
of university admissions, registration, and related statistical research and educational
administration, in accordance with the Personal Data Protection Act.
